6. The “I AM.”  Exodus 3:14; John 8:58

1. He is fully God. John 1:1

-He is equal with God the Father. John 10:30
-He possesses all the qualities of God. Colossians 2:9

2. He is the God-man. Philippians 2:6-8
-He added to Himself a true humanity. Hebrews 10:5
-He has two natures in one person-Divine/human. John 11:17-44

3. He was virgin born. Matthew 1:23
-God implanted His seed in Mary. Luke 1:30-35
-Mary is the mother of Christ’s humanity, not deity. Luke 1:47

4. He lived a sinless life. Hebrews 4:15
-He was tempted as we are. Matthew 4:11; Luke 4:1-13
-He never yielded to sinful temptations. John 8:46

5. He performed miracles. John 2:1-11; 4:46-54; 5:1-18; 6:6-13,16-21; 9:1-7; 11:1-45
-These proved that He is the Christ, the Son of God. John 20:31
-He had created everything and sustains it. Colossians 1:16

6. He died for our sins. 1 Corinthians 15:3
-He was buried for three days. 1 Corinthians 15:4
-He paid fully the debt we owed to God the Father. Romans 6:23

7. He rose again bodily from the grave. 1 Cor.15:4; Luke 24:36-43
-He was seen by over 500 witnesses. 1 Cor. 15:6
-This proved that the believer’s sins are forgiven. Romans 4:25

8. He ascended back to heaven. Acts 1:9
-It was public, gradual, and literal. Luke 24:51
-He’s interceding and mediating for believers. Heb. 7:25; 1 Tim. 2:5

9. He will return to earth. John 14:3; Acts 1:11
-To catch up His body, the true church. 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18
-To rule as King of kings. Revelation 19:16; Matthew 24:30

10. He will destroy death. 1 Corinthians 15:26
-By raising everyone from the dead. 1 Corinthians 15:23,24

-Some to live with God; Others separated from God forever. Rev.20:11-15
